
REVISION WORKSHOP STEPS
· Highlight/underline/circle the beginning word in EACH sentence.  If you are beginning your sentences in the same way, you will quickly bore your reader.  
Revise with the following techniques:
· Add two adjectives before the pronoun:

· Original Sentence: She listens to me ramble. 

· With 2 Adjs: Patient and willing, she listens to me ramble. 
· Add a prepositional phrase:
· Original Sentence: She listens to me ramble. 

· With Prepositional Phrase: 

· Even at one in the morning, she listens to me ramble. 

· Restructure the sentence (pull a piece from the end and put it at the beginning)

· Original Sentence: She listens to me ramble.

· Restructured: Listening to me ramble is just one of her duties as my best friend. 

· Add Smiley-face Tricks.  Any moment where you seem to “tell” instead of “show” is a perfect opportunity to use a ( trick. 
· Draw a smiley-face next to each one to show that you included them.
· EXAMPLE: “I was nervous” could become “As I inched toward the principal’s door, my palms started sweating, my knees started shaking, and my heart started pounding.   (A MAGIC THREE!)
· Circle any use of DULL LANGUAGE and use a thesaurus to replace those words with richer vocabulary: 

· sad, happy, mad, glad, bad, good, big, small

· Example: instead of “she walked into the room,” you might say she “sauntered” or “skipped.”  There is a HUGE difference between the two and you can instantly create the desired mood in your reader. 

· CHALLENGE: Circle linking verbs (am, is, are, feels…) and replace them with action verbs! 
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EDITING WORKSHOP STEPS
· Highlight the capital letter at the beginning of each sentence and your end punctuation.  Then, read each sentence to yourself from the last sentence to the first (reading backwards!!) to be sure it is complete and you don’t have any fragments, run-ons, or comma splices!

· Example of a comma splice:

· Brian is tired, he just yawned.

· HOW TO FIX a comma splice:

· Brian is tired; he just yawned. 

· Brian is tired, and he just yawned.

· Brian is tired. He just yawned. 

· Read each line and check your spelling. Put a check on the side if it is 100% correct. If there’s a word you’re not 100% sure about, circle it and look it up in the dictionary. 

· Circle/highlight every comma.  Above each comma, write the letter of the rule that it follows.  

A - Series of three or more: Antonio was lean, tall, and frail. 
B- Between two independent clauses in a compound sentence: I went to the store, and I bought some candy.
C - After a dependent clause in a complex sentence: While I was walking to the store, I tripped on a rock. 
D - Introductory words/phrases/transitions

E - Non-restrictive appositives: John, a student in LA class, was out today. 
F – Between coordinate adjectives: He is a strong, healthy man. 
· Circle all pronouns and be sure they agree with their antecedents in number and person.

· EXAMPLE: If a student fails, they must retake the quiz.  
“A student” is singular, but “they” is plural.

Corrected: “If a student fails, he or she must retake the quiz.”
