Our goal: “Cite several pieces of textual evidence to support analysis of what the text says explicitly as well as inferences drawn from the text.” (MA Frameworks)
Our tool to reach that goal: The Quote Sandwich 
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CONTEXT Where in the story the quote is from Which character said or thought it What is happening at that moment  QUOTE Should not be longer than two lines on your paper Should not merely state a fact Must be punctuated correctly Must be followed by the correct citation  ANALYSIS Your interpretation of the quote Explain how it proves your point Describe what the quote reveals 


Effective Quote Sandwich – Strong analysis:
During the beginning of their journey, they are told they must travel to the land beyond the gods, which is Alaska: “Alaska is cursed!  They call it the land beyond the gods for a reason.  It’s so far north, the Roman gods have no power there” (Riordan 168).  The statement about the gods being powerless shows that a disadvantage has been created for Hazel, Percy, and Frank on their dangerous quest, no longer having a godly parent assisting them.  This increases readers’ curiosity about what will happen next. 
Ineffective Quote Sandwich – So what?!

Their journey took place in Alaska, which is cold: “it is cold here in Alaska” (Smith 29).  This quote shows that they were facing low temperatures while in Alaska.  
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
